agitPolska was establish in Bremen, North Germany in 2005. 

we are a non profit organization

Organiser:

We are a group of young Polish and Germans working as art historians, curators, theatre historian, and ethnologist. We are currently based in Bremen, Berlin and Hamburg

We are interested in arranging culture-exchanges mostly for young people between Poland and Germany.

In the beginning our association worked mainly between Germany and Poland but for the last two years we have been undertaking projects with other partners in Georgia, Ukraine and Hungary.

Aim of agitPolska is to introduce young polish culture, such as music, theatre, performance visual art, literature in Germany, especially in Bremen. We try to generate an interest of young German culture in Poland.

In the infancy of our projects we based a lot of activities on town partnership between Bremen and Gdansk. We applied for grants to city council for numerous projects. Because we had innovative ideas which are seldom associated with German-Polish relations, we managed often to win funds for their realization.

Currently we are mainly focused on activities with artists in open spaces. Our most important and inspiring partner is La Strada, the International Festival of Street Circuses in Bremen. Together with this partner and the La Strada Project we try to find artists, ideas and grants from Poland and Eastern Europe.

We see ourselves as an open platform and network for people/groups/association who want to realize their projects. We do this by raising funds as well as supplying man power and other things, which could be required. We deliver a suggestion for polish contents in international projects made in Germany and we deliver suggestion for German content in international projects in Poland.
